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CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MARCH 14™,2017

Members of the City Council of the City of Crawford, Nebraska, met in regular session in the City Hall
Council Chambers, 135 Elm Street, Crawford, Nebraska on the 14t day of March, 2017, at 6:30 o’clock p.m.
The following individuals were present: Mayor David Nixon, Attorney Adam Edmund, Council Member Ed
Kuhnel, Council Member Roy Norgard, Council Member Connie Shell and Council Member Larry Olson.
Absent: none.

Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof by publishing in The Crawford Clipper/Harrison Sun as
shown by the affidavit of publication filed in the City Clerk’s office at City Hall. Availability of the agenda
was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice of the Mayor and City Council of this meeting.
All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the
public.

Mayor Nixon called the meeting to order and declared a quorum present at 6:30 p.m. and announced to the
mpublic that a copy of the Open Meetings Act is posted on the wall in the Council Chambers. It is also
available in pamphlet form.

Council Member Kuhnel made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 28, 2017 regular Council
meeting and to excuse the absence of Mayor Nixon from the February 28, 2017 regular Council meeting. The
motion was seconded by Council Member Olson. The following Council Members voted AYE: Kuhnel
Olson, Shell and Norgard. Council Members voted NAY: None. Motion carried.

The City will look into options of zoning and regulation changes for properties of a rural-residential,
commercial or agricultural nature.

Board Reports:
Golf: open 4-1-17; will recommend clubhouse employees for 3-28-17 meeting; Men’s Association paid for
- the carpet and installation; recommend same pricing as last year; looking at alternative money-making ideas.

Park: wondering if we can get any surplus hot-fill for park roads from upcoming State work; wacipi
discussion; rental fees for community building ok for now, but overnight stays need to pay for 2 days;
discussed minor changes for pool fees and hours; will be reviewing seasonal park applications next week;
need to dispose of downed Russian Olives at park.

Hospital: will meet 3-27-17.
SWANN: will meet 3-16-17.
Fire: Mike Kesselring met with Baker & Associates today.
Rodeo: will meet 3-15-17.

Chamber of Commerce: no report.

Rachel Johnson presented the annual NCAP/RSVP report, including the two national service programs
RSVP and AmeriCorps. RSVP has 50 volunteers that give 7,000 hours which is valued at $150,000. They



assist with blood drives, meet-and-greet at the Villa, the county fair, food pantry, public schools, Salvation
Army campaign, toy drive, museum, Post Playhouse, Senior Center and art exhibit. Tyler Woodard,
sponsored by VISTA, is developing the Volunteer Reception Center (VRC). These volunteers assist in times
Mof disaster by processing the volunteers that arrive to assist the community in any way needed. Portable
supply boxes have been stocked and a disaster fund established for disaster relief. NCAP and RSVP

appreciated the community’s support and ask for continued support.

Council Member Kuhnel made a motion to approve the Proclamation of Mayors Day of Recognition for
National Service as April 4, 2017. The motion was seconded by Council Member Shell. The following
Council Members voted AYE: Kuhnel, Shell, Norgard and Olson. Council Members voted NAY: None.

Clerk Dailey reported that we have received information from Jeff Kelley of PADD on the requirements for
the upcoming low-to-moderate income survey; Dollar General has fulfilled their requirements to be able to
open soon; City received some concrete rip-rap from the site; the City will be seeking an extension for the
grant deadline for the Comprehensive Development Plan; the white squares on some of the intersections may
be related to the upcoming city-wide survey; received some info on gun range safety area; have not heard
back yet on tree inventory.

A deed for property purchased by Waldo and Lori Goff is currently pending to see what the city-wide survey
produces.

Council Member Shell made a motion to approve the application for a Special Designated Liquor License for

the Tailgate Bar and Grill for a fundraiser at the Rodeo Building on April 8, 2017 from 5:00 p.m. to 1:00

a.m. The motion was seconded by Council Member Kuhnel. The following Council Members voted AYE:
mShell, Kuhnel, Norgard and Olson. Council Members voted NAY: None. Motion carried.

Council Member Shell made a motion to approve the building permit for Wayne and Jess Espinosa for a
sidewalk and drive at 705 Second St. The motion was seconded by Council Member Olson. The following
Council Members voted AYE: Shell, Olson and Norgard. Council Members voted NAY: None.

Council Member Shell made a motion to approve the lease agreement draft between the City of Crawford
and BNSF for office space for a term of 3 years for $250. The motion was seconded by Council Member
Kuhnel. The following Council Members voted AYE: Shell, Kuhnel, Norgard and Olson. Council Members
voted NAY: None. Motion carried. :

Council Member Kuhnel made a motion to return the chains for the front-end loader. The motion was
seconded by Council Member Shell. The following Council Members voted AYE: Kuhnel, Shell, Norgard
and Olson. Council Members voted NAY: None. Motion carried.

Council Member Olson made a motion to approve charging the posted fee rates at the community building
for any portion of a day, with a 2-day charge for overnight stays at the community building. The motion was
seconded by Council Member Kuhnel.

Council Members voted NAY: Norgard and Shell. Mayor Nixon voted AYE. Motion carried.
